GROW AND SHARE -  FOR MEMBERS WHO DON’T GARDEN
If you like the idea of helping the hungry, but do not garden, there are ways you can take part in our church outreach and help others in our area. Here are some suggestions:
1. Learn more about the program and talk to friends, neighbors or relatives who do garden and encourage them to take part. You can even offer to bring their excess produce along to church each week.
2. Take part in establishing a community garden.

3. Volunteer to help in planning and operating the Grow and Share.

4. Volunteer to drive the donated produce to the central gathering  church or Greater Berks Food Bank regularly.

5. Help to promote Grow and Share with your ideas and help distribute posters and other announcements.

6. If you are visiting farmers markets or other fruit and vegetable markets later in the week, pick up a few extra items to bring along to church on Sunday to share with G&S. You might even talk to the operators of the market and ask if you can pick up any left-over produce to bring along for G&S. 

7. Come up with creative ideas about actually growing produce in a limited space for those who would like to take part by growing extra food.
8. Learn about Prefab gardens and try one or two yourself.
9. The Greater Berks Food Bank can always use a little cash.
10. Refer people to our website and attend a workshop.
