More and more the flow of produce is beginning to show and our partner churches are showing their involvement. Each week we are taking more to the Food Bank than we were before. And we are confident that this will continue to expand dramatically as all those gardens and Grow Bags start to bare veggies. Of course, we all realize that it will take time for the idea to become implanted in our church members but the cause is right and this will have a positive value to the community and to each of our churches.

 

Here is the way we are hoping it will work: 

    We are asking each partner church to encourage members to grow (or buy) a little extra produce each week. This small excess is brought along to church and gathered with the others to make a reasonable contribution to the problem of hunger and poor nutrition in our broader community. After church a volunteer is asked to bring this supply along to Community UCC on St. Lawrence Avenue. On the parking lot level we will have several coolers (with ice) ready to accept the donated food - near the door and under cover.....  Should you arrive when there are people at the church we will be delighted to take your food directly and put it in the fridge.   It is hoped this delivery can be made by 1:00PM as we will then gather the donations and move them indoors for refridgeration.

    If that is not possible we will also have chests available early Monday morning until 9:00AM in the same location.  At that time a volunteer will gather all of this food and delivery it to the Food Bank for immediate distribution.

    Lots of folks are bringing their supplies along in plastic bags and that is just fine. However, it would be even better if you will note on the bag where this produce is coming from - name of donor and/or church.  And THANKS SO MUCH for helping to move this ministry forward.
