Our newest breakthrough is the introduction of Growtainers. The expanded concept was implemented by the Girl Scouts of Schwarzwald UCC. The idea allows us to grow excellent crops in very limited space using movable container gardens in special 5-gal or 6-gal buckets.  The inventive system uses Sub-Irrigation Planting wherein a very reduced amount of water is used to grow great produce.  

We also have a supply of the Grow Bags introduced last year. Please register with one of the participating churches getting your bags and soil. No excuse now as you can raise lovely plants right on your porch, deck or even on your sidewalks. Anywhere the sun shines you can raise crops to help feed hungry neighbors right here.
